 Dr. Dipte Patel, Dean of Counseling

 Dr. Patel’s first day at ECC was 9/11 and she was impressed by the way 
the campus community responded to this tragic event. She thinks this 
influenced her decision to continue to serve at ECC.  

 She started as a disability specialist where she was instrumental in 
obtaining a grant that helped ECC faculty incorporate service learning 
into their teaching.  In 2006, she became director of the Special 
Resource Center and became Dean of Counseling three years ago.  

 Dr. Patel surveyed the Senate to determine if senators know how 
many counselors we have on campus.  Only one person guessed right –
Lars Kjeseth (figures a Math professor would get it!).  Many seemed 
surprised we don’t have more than the 36 FT and 64 PT counselors on 
staff.  The goal in Counseling is to focus on outreach, rather than 
having a passive model for student support.  ECC Connect can help 
with this. 

 ECC students can access counselors not only in general counseling but 
also in FYE, Career and Transfer, Student Success, TOP, RISE, 
Outreach, Health Sciences and Athletics, and Industry and 
Technology.  

 Please help get word out that we have approximately 135 new postings 
for jobs on the ECC portal every month.  Students and alumni can 
access these listings.  

 Counseling has a strong collaboration with Historically Black Colleges 
and Universities.  

 Dr. Patel chairs the Dreamer’s Task Force.  ECC can be proud of how 
we’re supporting our undocumented students.  Many colleges aren’t 
aware of additional funding but, because of the strong collaboration 
between Financial Aid and Counseling, ECC distributed an additional 
$329,000 to undocumented students this year!

 Success and retention rates have been below college 
average.

 Enrollments peaked at 131 in Fall 2010; decreased to 
79 in Fall 2015.

 2006-2016: Fill rates averaged 70% and 68%, with low 
of 49%.

 2005-2016: 21 degrees and 30 certificates awarded.

 Local Horticulture Programs:

 Variety of specializations and dedicated space on 
campuses.

 Labor Market:

 Most horticulture jobs require HS diploma; landscape 
architect requires BA.

 Jobs projected to increase 2.9%/.9% in CA/LA, below 
national projection of 5.3%

 Teach Out Plan Fall 2018 – Spring 2021

 According to IR, 184 students have taken Horticulture 
courses since Fall 2017.  Dr. Amy Grant provided the 
list of local programs (see next slide) and will share 
this information with all Horticulture students, 
including incoming students.  The goal is for students 
to be well-informed about the discontinuance of the 
program.  It’s better for the college to inform students 
and discontinue the program than to “string them 
along” with a program that’s continuing to face 
challenges in staffing and enrollments.  The last time 
the college discontinued a program was Culinary Arts, 
20 years ago.  At that time, there was no procedure for 
discontinuance.  This is the first time the college is 
utilizing the process outlined in AP 4021.  The Senate 
unanimously endorsed the recommendation of the 
Program Evaluation Task Force to discontinue ECC’s 
Horticulture program.

 Training and Certification for Canvas: 1st Reading

 Distance Education Liaison, Renee Galbavy

 DEAC is working to move the Canvas and Online Teaching 
Certification from Professional Development to Distance Education 
(see slides that follow).  DEAC will determine what training faculty 
need to teach online.  Right now, the certification process is a little bit 
confusing.  (Laughter at Dr. Galbavy’s understatement!  See link next 
page for current certification process.)  The goal is to have the 
information on the DE site and for it to be methodical.  

 The first level of training would be Canvas.  Just Canvas.  This could be 
taken by online or F2F instructors.  

 The second level is the Online Teaching Course (OTC).  This would be 
offered entirely online.  DEAC is still determining how the training will 
happen.  At this point, DEAC is requesting Senate approval for the 
model.  The OTC is required to teach online.  The goal is for the 
training to integrate Canvas and online pedagogy.  Experienced DE 
faculty can apply for an online teaching waiver.  

 Pete Marcoux noted that, starting summer, all classes will have a 
Canvas shell.  The integration tool is working!  Art Leible has indicated 
that, at some point, grades and attendance records will be submitted 
through Canvas.  

 Senators asked if Canvas would be appropriate for teams (of students 
or faculty) to share files.  Pete said that Office 365 Teams were a better 
fit.  We will see these being used more and more for committee work 
on campus.  

 Again, the question was raised about when and how faculty will have 
access to training on these tools, since many benefit from face-to-
face training when learning a new tool.

 IEPI Institutional Innovation and Effectiveness Plan: 1st

and 2nd Reading

 Robin Dreizler, Dean of Enrollment Services

 The goal for this plan is to keep our students here and 
enhance their ability to get their classes.  (Robin, you 
revolutionary, you!) Schedule-building is a central feature 
of the plan.  We have historically used previous schedules 
to develop current ones.  We believe a proactive approach 
will better meet the needs of our students.  

 The projects in this plan include building the class 
schedule more efficiently, to get more students to come 
to ECC (tapping into Naviant), and building transfer 
equivalency tables so we can implement degree audits.  It 
will take at least a year to set this up and the funding we 
receive may not cover all of the costs.  

 This plan is a draft.  We will submit it to the lead for the 
consulting team, Bill Scroggins, President of Mt. SAC and 
former ECC Chemistry professor.  

 It’s important to note that the plan is created by ECC; IEPI 
only provided a “menu” of options.  This is not being 
imposed on the college. 

 These improvements are part of an ongoing process.  
Much of the budget is for one-time purchases and release 
time for set-up.  This links well with Guided Pathways and 
AB 705, so these are not isolated efforts.

 Jean is hiring faculty – 22 this year!  

 She is still looking for a coordinator for Guided 
Pathways.  The position is funded at 100% but can be 
reduced if colleagues wanted to share the position or 
an instructor was reluctant to leave the classroom.  
This is a short-term position, 2-3 years.  

 Campus leaders attended a workshop on 
accommodations for students with disabilities.  There 
have been some concerns about faculty not wanting 
to accommodate students with disabilities.  On June 
2nd, a workshop will be offered and additional training 
will be offered at Fall Professional Development Day.  
Faculty are strongly encouraged to attend.  Students 
must request and be approved for accommodations.  
We’ve had four complaints this semester about 
students not being accommodated so we need to 
improve in this area.  

 Pete noted that the brief implicit bias videos required 
for search committees were effective.  Jean reported 
these will be required for onboarding.
