Schedule Changes:

e Please remember even if you only have one on-campus teaching day or a fully online load (very few and a
one-time occurrence), you must be on campus a minimum of two days.
o Your face-to-face office hours are likely more important than ever

Add Codes:

e If you haven’t already, you will receive your add codes via email.
o Because of all the section and instructor changes, please check the section numbers carefully
before you send the codes to students.
o You do not need to check the vaccination eligibility of students

Covid-Related Items:

e DO NOT ask about the vaccination status of any student

e DO NOT ask for verification if/when students miss and claim Covid as the reason
