Steps Required for AA-T/AS-T Process:

1) Indicate AA/AS-T status in the “Extended Profile” section of the CSU app.

2) Access Intent to Graduate Petition from A&R webpage when you register for
Winter/Spring 2025 courses and submit by early February 2025.

3) Verification will be submitted on your behalf by the Admissions & Records
(A & R) office no later than March 15, 2025. Electronic verification occurs
automatically once you complete Step # 2 (see above).
