The California Commission on Teacher Credentialing child development permits authorize the holder to teach in early 
childhood education programs such as Head Start and those offered through school districts.  All coursework toward the permit 
must be completed with a minimum grade of C, and each permit is renewable after five years by completing 105 hours of 
professional growth activities under the direction of a Professional Growth Advisor.  (Note:  Alternate routes to the permit are 
available for students who already possess a college degree.  Please see a child development counselor for details).
