Minutes:  The minutes of October 23 were approved.  It was noted that all committee minutes are now available on the Internet.

Announcements:

1. The Board meeting date has been changed to December 10.

2. A Tentative Agreement has been reached with ECCE.

3. A recent survey re: the possibility of a bond measure found there is a great deal of support for ECC in the community. 

4. The final draft of Accreditation Report will go to the Board in December.

5. The Board approved a lease for the Inglewood Center, which is to be funded from P4E moneys.   

Training:   The issue of some people objecting to the concept of “mandatory” training was raised again.  Some feel that the mandatory training concept could be used against them in evaluations, and the concern is that this kind of thinking could damage the training program before it even starts.  It was noted that the District’s intent was to help employees.   Vic noted that his understanding of mandatory referred to the District’s obligation to provide training for employees.  

Food Services Proposal:   In order to have vendors fund building modifications to the vending areas on campus, requests for proposals were sent out.  Two vendors got together and put in a bid on three sites (the Snack Bar, the MCS vending area and the Dine and Dash area near PE).  They will upgrade and run these areas, and their only condition is that the food trucks currently on campus must be eliminated.  Most vending would be replaced with fresh food offerings, and the plan is to have a program that is compatible with the Culinary Arts program in the Cafeteria (rather than compete with it).  The new vendors planned to be operational at the beginning of January if the proposal had been approved by the Board in November.  However, since it did not get on the agenda for that meeting, the starting date may need to be moved back.       

Budget:  Copies of the Budget Calendar were shared with the group.  The Preliminary Budget for 2002-2003 is scheduled to go to the BDC on December 6.  At this time, the State budget does not look good.

Division Reports:

· Rocky Bonura:  The Emergency Preparedness training program held last week was a success.  There are still openings for the next session.

· Del Bergin:   So far, things are going well with registration.  It has been discovered that some unauthorized software packages employees are putting on their computers are affecting the Datatel system’s ability to function properly.

· Annette Owens:  Some programmers have already taken advantage of training paid for by Staff Development.

· Nancy Hammond:  The convenience store will open December 3.  Grand opening festivities will be held in January.

· Charles Hughes:  They are researching ways to address the problem of the unauthorized software that is affecting Datatel’s functioning.  Should this software be allowed on ECC computers?   It was suggested that a memo should be sent out notifying employees about how these software packages are affecting Datatel.  

· Lisa Webb:  Mailed payroll checks are still taking longer than usual to reach their non-cert and casual recipients.  They are researching possible ways to resolve this problem, including making them available for pickup for a limited amount of time before mailing them.     

· Arlene Bautista:   A new Senior Clerical Assistant has been hired.

· Valerie Jeffrey:  E-mail and flyers will be going out announcing a Section 125 make-up day on November 27.
